Procedure for Accreditation of New Core Training Post and 

Accreditation of an Additional Core Training Post in Neurology

· An application form for accreditation of a Core Training Post in Neurology must be completed.

· The application form is forwarded to the Core Training Committee of the Australian Association of Neurologists.

· A site visit by members of the Core Training Committee from States other than the site of the application will be undertaken.  Two members of the Core Training Committee, one being the chairman or designate will undertake the site visit.

· If the site applying for accreditation is in the same State as the chairman, a member of the Core Training Committee from another State will undertake the site visit.

· The members of the Core Training Committee will interview the Head of Unit applying for accreditation, other members of staff and the chief medical officer or medical director of that institution.

· The report of the site including its facilities and appropriateness for accreditation will be made by the members of the Core Training Committee undertaking the site visit.  This report will be considered by the full Core Training Committee and forwarded to the Council of the Australian Association of Neurologists with a recommendation as to whether or not the site should be accredited.

· Based on completion of the application form the President of the Australian Association of Neurologists may recommend a site visit not be undertaken and the Post not be accredited.
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
